SB 1000 Purpose

“address unique or compounded
health risks in disadvantaged
communities by decreasing
pollution exposure, increasing
community assets, and improvin
overall health”

SB 1000 Requirement

« Requires local governments to identify any
"disadvantaged communities (DACs)" in its jurisdiction
when a city or county adopts or updates two or more
elements of its general plan concurrently on or after
January 1, 2018.

If DACs are identified, then local governments
have two options:

“Disadvantaged Community”

A “disadvantaged community” (DAC) is defined as: “1) an area that has been identified by the
California Environmental Protection Agency..2) a low income area that is disproportionately
affected by environmental pollution and other hazards that can lead to negative health effects,

exposure, or environmental degradation.”
- (Gov. Code, § 65302, subd. (h)(4)(A).)
